The Yakama Nation’s Upper Columbia Habitat Restoration Project is requesting bids for design of a Fish Habitat Restoration Project known as Tillicum Fan on Tillicum Creek, a tributary of the Mad River in the Entiat River Watershed. The purpose of this project is to provide the first two phases of design (Site Investigation and Concept Development). The project site is located on USFS property 10 miles up the Entiat River Rd and then two miles up the Mad River Rd off FS Rd 5800 near the confluence of the Tillicum Creek and Mad River.  Site investigation activities will have to be completed including geomorphic field investigations, preliminary site survey, hydrology and hydraulic analysis as well as review of previous surveys conducted by the USFS and/or others, as available.  Conceptual drawings will also be developed as part of this project. The Project Bid (Exhibit B) should itemize costs based on the attached Exhibit A-Scope of Work (SOW) for Design of the Tillicum Fan Habitat Restoration project.
