Exhibit A-Scope of Work
Overview
The Yakama Nation Fisheries, Upper Columbia Habitat Restoration Project (UCHRP) (Owner) will be hiring a contractor to perform construction maintenance and services throughout the Upper Columbia Basin.  The work will involve specific project tasks as outlined below and in the Materials Specifications sheets attached herein as Exhibit D.  The work will take place throughout the year, but the majority of the work will be during the warmer and drier months.  Special conditions for both Emergency and Non-Emergency situations are set forth below.  On occasion work will take place during high water and snow /freezing events.  This work will involve a quick response often times in undesirable working conditions.  The Contractor will be responsible for being able to meet the criteria for these types of working conditions.  Incident response timing for certain emergency situations may require a fit in the field effort on the part of the Contractor.  The Contractor will work closely with the project manager and the Owner to ensure a cost and time effective solution to the problem is negotiated.  The contract will last for two years and will be renewable as long as performance standards are being met.  Often times the tasks will take place on private property.  All Best Management Practices will be adhered to at all times per the landowner’s guidelines.  No changes to the contract will be allowed to be made without prior approval from the Designated Representative (YN Biologists).  Exhibit C, Payment Schedule outlines the payment plan associated with Exhibit B, Budget.  
Contractors Obligations
The contractor shall furnish all supervision, labor equipment and tools necessary to complete the task as outlined in the following elements including any permits, flaggers or pilot cars that may be required for oversized loads or special condition work sites.
Project Tasks
All Project Tasks will be completed as per Exhibit B “Budget”.  (Specificities for each project task are listed with the task and must be adhered to by the Contractor.)  Major project tasks include the following, but are not limited to:
· Mobilize heavy equipment to the Wenatchee, Methow and Entiat Watersheds
· Install various types of fencing
· Repair log structures with cables, clamps, boulders and epoxy
· Install irrigation/watering systems
· Install gates and interpretive signs
· Install landscape materials 
· Mobilize and de-mobilize portable steel decked bridges
· Hauling and Dumping Rock, Soil, Logs and Debris
· Power Tool tasks
· Install landscape materials 
· Perform Emergency Response Timing
Incident Response Timing for Emergency and Non-Emergency Situations
In certain circumstances a speedy response to an emergency situation may be required.  (For Emergency Situations, upon being contacted by the Owner and advised that an Emergency Situation is occurring, the Contractor will have 3 calendar days to respond to the issue.)  Emergency Situations could include but would not be limited to:  retrieving logs that have broken free from wood structures, repairing log structures, installing various types of fencing and/or landscape materials as well as water diversion or coffering structures.  
Incident Response timing for Non-Emergency Situations will be discussed by all parties including:  the designated YN project manager, the engineer of record, the contractor and Owner.  A best possible course of action as well as cost effective solution to the situation will be agreed upon by all parties. This solution will include an appropriate timeline for task/s completion.  (No work is to be done by any party until a mutually agreed upon solution has been decided upon by all parties involved.)
Locations
The project tasks will take place in all three of the watersheds:  Methow, Entiat and Wenatchee over the course of the contract.  (The Geographic Range for this contract is as follows:  (Entiat:  Mouth of Entiat River Rd. up to Entiat River Falls, Wenatchee:  Sunnyslope Area to Nason Cr./Lake Wenatchee Area, Methow:  Twisp and Winthrop to the Chewuch R.)  The contact name and number for this contract is Christopher Clemons (509)-423-7615.  
Groundwater Gallery Maintenance
The groundwater gallery maintenance will consist of cleaning out 6” PVC risers associated with a groundwater gallery collection system at multiple locations along the gallery.  The work will entail flushing out the risers with either a trash pump or a water truck with an equivalent style flushing system.  The YN will provide any replacement materials such as damaged risers and/or filter fabric and screens.  
Payment Schedule
Payment will be made as follows to the contractor in accordance with budget referenced in Exhibit “B.”

· The contractor will be allowed to bill on a completed task basis.  Each invoice should specify what Tasks and Task number were completed.  Please see Exhibit B – Budget, for a list of the billable project tasks.  
· The Contractor is responsible for listing in the invoice items that the Yakama Nation (YN) purchased, if needed, to complete the task/s.  Any items purchased by the YN remain the sole possession of the YN and will be returned to the designated YN representative upon completion of the job. 
· In the event that wood of significant quantities and/or special size are required to complete project tasks then sufficient time needs to be given to the YN designated project representative to secure the source wood.

All invoicing for payments should occur no more than once per month during the contract period.
