3. Subcontractors: The bidder shall describe each portion of the work which he intends to have performed by subcontract or supplied by a sub-supplier, including names and addresses of expected subcontractors and sub-suppliers and a description of the work each is to perform and/or supply.
4. A cost proposal.  The Contractor will not be allowed to invoice for items not included in the cost proposal.  It will include: 
· Hourly rates for all personnel and equipment.
· Costs to be charged for all materials to be used.
· All relevant taxes, including Washington State Sales tax.
· All other fees, and charges.
